o How did the organization join COVID-END and with process and reasons 

to join? 

▪ Main findings included: COVID-END was primarily found on previous 

academic networks and collaborations 

▪ Process was mainly through invitations (i.e. connections between partners)

▪ Many organizations expressed the expectation for the potential to reduce

Some concerns included foreseeing 

coordination challenges, particularly at reducing duplication at a global 

level  

▪ Some of the expectations can be interpreted as reasons for joining
