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Emerging Points of Interest 
 
There is evolving evidence regarding changes in vaccine scheduling related to the 
need for a third dose of vaccine.  
 
Multiple studies show that frequent PCR or rapid antigen testing (ideally, 1-3 
times per week) is one of the most effective strategies for preventing and 
containing outbreaks, especially in schools and post-secondary settings. 
 
Public health measures in the community help mitigate cases in schools, as 
transmission is more likely to occur in the community than in schools. 
 
Evidence related to public health measures and Delta is emerging rapidly. 
 
An increasing number of modelling studies indicate that by vaccinating children 
and/or adolescents, the impact of VOC, particularly Delta, could be mitigated, 
along with the continued vaccination of adults.  
 
Increasing evidence shows that combined NPIs are more effective than single
