Course objectives
The course entitled “Setting Agendas and Developing and Implementing Policies” has three main objectives.

The first is to develop participants’ knowledge about how governments can respond to the unique
characteristics of healthcare, and of the factors that influence agenda setting, policy development
and policy implementation. This includes developing an understanding of: 1) the unique characteristics of
healthcare and how governments can respond to these characteristics; 2) questions to ask about agendas,
policy development and policy implementation including the types of agendas, policies and approaches to
implementation and the factors that influence agenda setting, policy development and implementation; and 3)
the types and sources of information needed to answer these questions. Those in the ‘to work’ stream will
also learn questions to ask about when and how to intervene in the policy process.
